FOOTBALL   
Young People Survey Results 

 
General findings 
• between 1994 and 1999 football experienced a 4% growth in the number of young 

people participating on a frequent basis in school lessons (24% to 28%) 

• football experienced the biggest growth in frequent participation of any sports out of 
school lessons, from 37% in 1994 to 43% in 1999 

• football retained it’s position at the top of the ‘league’ as been the most popular club 
membership sport, outside of school, for young people 

 
 
In school lessons 
• participation in football in school lessons by primary aged young people increased by 

6% in 1994 to 28% 1999. The largest increase was amongst girls with 15% 
participating in 1999 compared to 8% in 1994. Boys participation increased by 4% 
to 39% in 1999 

• secondary school participation increased by 3% in 1994 to 29% in 1999 with girls 
participation increasing by 2% to 8% and boys increasing 6% to 51%  

• football tops the list as been the sport most enjoyed by young people of all ages, 
mentioned by 37% of all young people surveyed compared with 31% in 1994.   7% of 
young people stated that they did not enjoy football in school lessons. 

 
Out of school lessons 
• participation in football out of school lessons by primary aged young people 

increased by 8% in 1994 to 49% in 1999. This increase was similar for boys and girls 
with boys increasing 8% to 73% and girls increasing 7% to 22% in 1999  

• secondary school participation increased by 2% to 36% in 1999 with 60% boys 
taking part on a frequent basis (55% in 1994) and 14% of girls (11% in 1994) 

• there has been an increase in extra curricular participation in football as an extra 
curricular activity from 12% in 1994 to 16% in 1999 

• 18% of all young people did football at a sports club in 1999 compared with 13% in 
1994. 28% of primary aged boys and 36% of secondary aged boys said they  played 
football in clubs in 1999 compared with 3% and 4% respectively for girls 

 
General 
• Michael Owen and David Beckham were the sports people which most young people 

said they admire. 10% of young people nominated these names, followed by Tim 
Henman (5%), Linford Christie and Alan Shearer (both 3%)

SWIMMING   

Young People Survey Results 
 
 

General findings 
• between 1994 and 1999 swimming experienced a 2% decline in the number of young 

people participating on a frequent basis in school lessons (32% to 30%) 

• the number of young people participating in swimming out of school lessons 
remained at 50% in 1999, the same figure recorded in 1994 

• membership of swimming clubs outside of school, not organised by school remained 
at about the same levels at 10% in 1994 and 11% in 1999 

 
 
In school lessons 
• participation in swimming in school lessons by primary aged young people 

decreased by 4% from 47% in 1994 to 43% in 1999. The largest decline was 
amongst boys with 43% participating in 1999 compared to 48% in 1994. Girls 
participation decreased by 3% to 43% in 1999 

• secondary school participation increased by 2% to 17% in 1999 with girls 
participation increasing by 3% to 19% and boys participation remaining at 15%  

• swimming has dropped in popularity between 1994 and 1999 with 21% of young 
people stating they enjoyed it in school lessons compared with 25% in 1994 

 
 
 
Out of school lessons 
• participation in out of school lessons swimming by primary aged young people 

increased by 2% to 62% in 1999. Boys participation decreased by 1% to 61% while 
girls participation increased by 5% to 64% in 1999  

• secondary aged participation decreased by 2% to 37%in 1999 with 31% boys taking 
part on a frequent basis, down from 36% in 1994. Girls participation remained at 
42% 

• 3% of all young people said they participated in swimming as an extra curricular 
sport, the same percentage recorded in 1994

ATHLETICS 

Young People Survey Results 
 
 

General findings 
• between 1994 and 1999 athletics experienced a 2% increase in the number of young 

people participating on a frequent basis in school lessons (33% to 35%) 

• the number of young people participating in athletics out of school lessons remained 
at 13% in 1999, the same figure recorded in 1994 

• membership of athletics clubs outside of school, not organised by school remained at 
2% of all young people during the last year 

 
 
In school lessons 
• participation in athletics in school lessons by primary aged young people remained at 

32% in 1999.  

• secondary school participation increased by 3% in 1994 to 37% in 1999 with girls 
participation increasing significantly by 6% to 38% and boys participation remaining 
at 36%  

• one in five (19%) young people mentioned athletics as one of the three sports they 
enjoyed most in school lessons in 1999, a similar figure to 1994 (20%) 

 
 
 
Out of school lessons 
• participation in athletics out of school lessons by primary aged young people 

decreased by 2% to 15% in 1999. Boys participation decreased by 4% to 13% while 
girls participation increased 1% to 17% in 1999  

• secondary aged participation increased by 1% to 11% in 1999 with 11% boys and 
10% girls taking part on a frequent basis. Girls participation increased by 2% from 
8% in 1994 whilst boys participation decreased slightly by 1%. 

• 6% of all young people said they participated in athletics at least once as an extra 
curricular sport in 1999, a slight increase from 5% in 1994 

 
General 
• there are two retired athletes in the top six sports people who young people admire or 

look up to - Linford Christie (mentioned by 3% of young people) and Sally Gunnell 
(2%)

NETBALL 

Young People Survey Results 
 
 

General findings 
• between 1994 and 1999 football experienced a 3% growth (to 19%) in the number of 

young people participating on a frequent basis in school lessons 

• participation in netball out of school lessons remained fairly stable between 1994 and 
1999 increasing 1% to 8% 

• 2% of young people were members of a netball club outside of school and not 
organised by school in 1999  

 
 
 
In school lessons 
• participation in netball in school lessons by primary aged young people increased 

slightly by 1% to 12% in 1999. Boys participation increased by 2% to 6% in 1999 
whilst girls participation levels remained much higher at 19% 

• secondary school participation increased by 4% to 26% in 1999 with almost half 
(49%) of all girls participating on a frequent basis in 1999 compared with 43% in 
1994. Boys participation levels remained at 2%  

• 14% of all young people said that they enjoyed netball in school lessons which was a 
slight increase from 13% in 1994 

 
 
Out of school lessons 
• participation in netball out of school lessons by primary aged young people increased 

by 1% to 8% in 1999 with boys participation remaining at 2% and girls participation 
increasing by 2% to 13% in 1999  

• secondary school participation increased by 1% to 8% with girls showing any 
significant change increasing from 13% to 16% in 1999 

• has been an slight increase in participation in netball as an extra curricular activity 
from 6% in 1994 to 7% in 1999. Almost all young people involved in extra curriculum 
netball are primary aged girls (13%) and secondary aged girls (12%)

GYMNASTICS 
Young People Survey Results 

 
 

General findings 
• between 1994 and 1999 gymnastics experienced a 6% decline in the number of 

young people participating on a frequent basis in school lessons 

• out of school lesson participation on a frequent basis in 1999 remained at the same 
level as 1994 with 13% of all young people participating 

• 3% of young people did gymnastics at a sports club, outside of school, not organised 
by school, in 1999 compared with 4% in 1994 

 
 
In school lessons 
• participation in gymnastics in school lessons by primary aged young people 

decreased significantly by 10% in 1994 to 39% in 1999. This decrease occurred 
equally for primary aged boys and girls with participation in both declining from 49% 
to 39% in 1999 

• secondary school participation decreased slightly by 1% to 26% in 1999 with boys 
participation decreasing by 3% to 19% in 1999 and girls remaining at 32%  

• in 1994, 18% of young people stated they enjoyed gymnastics in school lessons 
compared with 13% in 1999, representing a drop of 5% 

 
 
Out of school lessons 
• participation in gymnastics out of school lessons by primary aged young people 

decreased by 3% to 17%. This decrease was similar for boys and girls with boys 
decreasing 2% to 13% and girls decreasing 3% to 21% in 1999  

• secondary school participation increased by 2% to 8% with 4% boys taking part on a 
frequent basis (5% in 1994) and 12% of girls taking part (8% in 1994) 

• has been an decrease in participation in gymnastics as an extra curricular activity

ROUNDERS 
Young People Survey Results 

 
 

General findings 
• between 1994 and 1999 rounders experienced a 7% growth in the number of young 

people participating on a frequent basis in school lessons (24% v 31%) 

• rounders also experienced a growth in frequent participation out of school lessons, 
from 13% to 14% in 1999 

• in 1999 1% of all young people did rounders at a sports club, outside of school, not 
organised by school  

 
 
In school lessons 
• participation in rounders in school lessons by primary aged young people increased 

by 6% from 30% in 1994 to 36% in 1999. The largest increase was amongst boys 
with 36% participating in 1999 compared to 28% in 1994. Girls participation 
increased by 4% to 37% in 1999 

• secondary school participation increased by 8% to 25% in 1999 with girls 
participation increasing by 16% to 41% and boys participation remaining at 9%  

• 33% of all young people mentioned rounders as one of the sports they enjoyed most 
in school lessons, representing an increase of 6% since 1994 (27%). Rounders was 
the second most enjoyed sport in school lessons with only 4% less young people 
nominating it than football. 

 
 
Out of school lessons 
• participation in rounders out of school lessons by primary aged young people 

decreased by 1% to 14% in 1999. Both girls and boys participation decreased by 
1% to 14% between 1994 and 1999  

• secondary school participation increased by 2% to 13% in 1999 with boys 
participation decreasing by 1% in 1994 to 8% in 1999 and girls participation 
increasing by 4% from 13% in 1994 to 17% in 1999 

• has been an increase in participation in rounders as an extra curricular activity from

CRICKET 
Young People Survey Results 

 
 

General findings 
• between 1994 and 1999 cricket experienced a 3% growth in the number of young 

people participating on a frequent basis in school lessons (13% v 16%) 

• cricket also experienced a growth in frequent participation out of school lessons, up 
from 17% in 1994 to 19% in 1999 

• 4% of young people did sports as members of a gymnastics club, outside of school, 
not organised by school, in 1999 compared with 3% in 1994 

 
 
In school lessons 
• participation in cricket in school lessons by primary aged young people increased by 

5% to 16% 1999. Both boys and girls participation on a frequent basis increased by 
5% with one in five boys participating (20%) in 1999 (compared with 15% in 1994) 
and 12% of girls (compared with 7% in 1994) 

• secondary school participation increased slightly by 1% from 16% in 1994 to 17% in 
1999 with boys participation increasing by 4% to 30% and girls participation 
decreasing by 2% to 4% in 1999  

• 18% of all young people mentioned cricket as one of the sports they enjoyed most in 
school lessons, representing an increase of 3% since 1994 (15%) 

 
 
Out of school lessons 
• participation in cricket out of school lessons by primary aged young people increased 

by 3% in 1994 to 19% in 1999. Both girls and boys participation increased slightly 
with girls participation up 4% to 11% in 1999 and boys participation up 2% to 27% in 
1999  

• secondary school participation remained fairly static between 1994 and 1999 with a 
slight increase of 1% to 18%. Boys participation increased by 3% to 31% in 1999 
with girls participation increasing slightly by 1% to 6% in 1999 

• the percentage of all young people participating in cricket as an extra curricular 
activity remained at 5%, the same figure recorded in 1994 

• 5% of primary aged boys and 12% of secondary aged boys said they played cricket 
in clubs in 1999. No primary aged girls and only 1% of secondary aged  girls played 
cricket in a club in 1999

Young People Survey Results 

 
 

General findings 
• between 1994 and 1999 hockey experienced a 3% decline in the number of young 

people participating on a frequent basis in school lessons (20% v 17%) 

• hockey also experienced a slight decline in frequent participation out of school 
lessons, down from 6% in 1994 to 5% in 1999 

• 2% of young people did sports as members of a gymnastics club, outside of school, 
not organised by school, in 1999 compared with 1% in 1994 

 
 
In school lessons 
• participation in hockey in school lessons by primary aged young people remained at 

9% in 1999. There was no change for either boys or girls with participation levels 
remaining at 8% and 10% respectively 

• secondary school participation decreased significantly by 5% from 32% in 1994 to 
27% in 1999. Boys participation decreased by 6% to 17% and girls participation 
decreased slightly less by 4% to 37%  

• 10% of all young people mentioned hockey as one of the sports they enjoyed most in 
school lessons, representing an decrease of 3% since 1994 (13%) 

 
 
Out of school lessons 
• participation in hockey out of school lessons by primary aged young people 

increased by 2% to 4% in 1999 representing a 100% increase. Boys participation 
increased by 4% to 6% in 1999 whilst girls participation remained at 2% in 1999  

• secondary school participation remained fairly static between 1994 and 1999 
remaining at 8% of all secondary aged young people. The only change was found 
amongst girls hockey  with a slight drop of 1% to 8% in 1999.Boys participation 
remained at 8% in 1999 

• 2% of all young people participated in hockey as an extra curricular activity in 1999 
which represents a drop of 2% from 4% in 1994.

BASKETBALL 
Young People Survey Results 

 
 

General findings 
• between 1994 and 1999 basketball experienced a 1% increase in the number of 

young people participating on a frequent basis in school lessons (15% v 14%) 

• out of school lesson basketball also increased by 2% between 1994 and 1999 with 
14% of all young people stating they had participated on a frequent basis 

 
 
In school lessons 
• participation in basketball in school lessons by primary aged young people increased 

by 1% from 5% in 1994 to 4% in 1999. Boys participation increased by 2% to 5% in 
1999 whilst girls participation increased by 1% to 3% in 1999 

• in school lesson participation in basketball remains substantially higher amongst 
secondary aged young people than primary aged young people although there has 
been a slight drop in overall participation levels of 1% to 26% in 1999. The main 
decrease has occurred amongst boys with a drop of 2% to 33% in 1999 whereas 
girls participation has increased by 1% to 20% in 1999 

• 12% of all young people mentioned basketball as one of the sports they enjoyed most 
in school lessons, representing an decrease of 2% since 1994 (14%) 

 
 
Out of school lessons 
• participation in basketball out of school lessons by primary aged young people 

increased 3% to 10% in 1999. Both boys and girls participation increased by 3% 
between 1994 and 1999 with 13% boys and 7% girls participating in 1999 

• secondary school participation remained static between 1994 and 1999 with 17% of 
all young people participating on a frequent basis. Boys participation dropped slightly 
by 2% to 23% whilst girls participation has increased 3% to 11% in 1999 

• 2% of all young people participated in basketball as an extra curricular activity in

TENNIS 
Young People Survey Results 

 
 

General findings 
• between 1994 and 1999 tennis experienced a 2% increase in the number of young 

people participating on a frequent basis in school lessons (16% v 18%) 

• out of school lesson tennis participation remained at the same level between 1994 
and 1999 with 21% of all young people stating they had participated on a frequent 
basis 

• 5% of young people did sports as members of a tennis club, outside of school, not 
organised by school, in 1999 compared with 4% in 1994 

 
 
In school lessons 
• participation in tennis in school lessons by primary aged young people increased 2% 

from 7% in 1994 to 9% in 1999. Both boys and girls participation increased by 2% 
with 9% of boys and 8% of girls taking part in 1999 

• secondary school participation saw less of an increase with 28% if all young people 
taking part on a frequent basis in 1999 compared with 27% in 1994. Participation 
amongst secondary aged boys increased 5% from 18% in 1994 to 23% in 1999 
whilst girls participation dropped 4% from 36% to 32% in 1999 

• one in five (20%) of all young people mentioned tennis as one of the sports they 
enjoyed most in school lessons, representing an increase of 2% since 1994 (18%) 

 
 
 
Out of school lessons 
• participation in tennis out of school lessons by primary aged young people increased 

by 1% to 18% in 1999. Boys participation increased by 1% to 21% in 1999 whilst 
girls participation remained lower at 15% in 1999  

• secondary school participation also remained fairly static between 1994 and 1999 
with a drop of 1% to 25%.  Boys participation, however, increased slightly by 2% to 
29% whilst girls participation dropped 3% to 21% in 1999 

• 3% of all young people participated in tennis as an extra curricular activity in 1999, 
the same figure recorded in 1994 

 
General 
• Tim Henman was the only tennis player mentioned in the top six sports people who 

young people admire or look up to. 5% of all young people mentioned him as a 
sporting role model in 1999.

General findings 
• between 1994 and 1999 there was no overall change in the participation levels of 

young people participating on a frequent basis in school lessons (10%) 

• out of school lesson badminton participation decreased by 1% between 1994 and 
1999 with 10% of all young people stating they had participated on a frequent basis 
in 1999 compared with 11% in 1994 

 
 
In school lessons 
• between 1994 and 1999 frequent participation in badminton in school lessons by 

primary aged young people remained at 1%. This level was the same for both boys 
and girls 

• secondary school participation was a lot higher with 20% of all young people taking 
part on a frequent basis in both 1994 and 1999. Participation amongst secondary 
aged boys remained at 18% whilst girls participation dropped slightly from 23% in 
1994 to 22% in 1999 

• 7% of all young people mentioned badminton as one of the sports they enjoyed most 
in school lessons, representing an increase of 2% since 1994 (5%) 

 
 
 
Out of school lessons 
• frequent participation in badminton out of school lessons by primary aged young 

people remained at 7% in 1999. Boys participation remained at 8% in 1999 whilst 
girls participation dropped 1% to 6% in 1999  

• secondary school participation decreased by 2% from 14% to 12% between 1994 
and 1999. Boys participation dropped by 1% to 13% in 1999 whilst girls participation 
dropped significantly by 4% to 11% in 1999 

• 1% of all young people participated in badminton as an extra curricular activity in 
1999, a drop of 1% since 1994. All of these respondents were secondary age young

CYCLING 
Young People Survey Results 

 
 

General findings 
• between 1994 and 1999 the level of frequent participation of young people in school 

lessons in cycling remained at 4% 

• cycling remained the most popular sport out of school lessons in 1999 with 54% of all 
young people stating they had participated on a frequent basis. This represents a 
drop of 3% from 57% in 1994 

 
 
In school lessons 
• participation in cycling in school lessons by primary aged young people remained at 

5% in 1999. Boys participation dropped by 1% to 3% in 1999 whilst girls 
participation increased by 1% to 6% in 1999 

• secondary school participation remained at 4% between 1994 and 1999. 
Participation amongst secondary aged boys remained at 5% whilst girls participation 
remained at 3% in 1999 

 
 
 
Out of school lessons 
• participation in cycling out of school lessons by primary aged young people remained 

at 67% in 1999. Boys participation increased slightly by 1% to 70% in 1999 whilst 
girls participation remained at 65% in 1999  

• secondary school participation dropped significantly by 6% from 47% in 1994 to 41% 
in 1999.  Boys out of school lessons participation dropped by 7% from 55% in 1994 
to 48% in 1999 whilst girls participation dropped 4% from 38% in 1994 to 34% in

on a frequent basis out of school lessons in 1999 

• in 1999 34% of primary aged young people participated on a frequent basis out of 
school lessons with more girls participating (36%) than boys (32%) 

• in 1999, 19% of secondary aged young people participated in rollerskating frequently 
out of school lessons compared with 13% in 1994. Both boys and girls participation 
increased significantly with boys going up 6% from 12% in 1994 to 18% in 1999 and 
girls rising 5% from14% in 1994 to 19% in 1999 

 
 
Angling 
• between 1994 and 1999 there was an increase of 2% in the percentage of young 

people participating in angling out of school lessons with 4% of primary aged young 
people and 7% of secondary aged young people participating in 1999 

• 13% of secondary aged boys participated on a frequent basis out of school lessons 
compared with only 2% of secondary aged girls 

 
 
Cross country/ jogging/ road running 
• 14% of all young people said that they participated in cross country etc on a frequent 

basis in school lessons in 1999 compared with 16% in 1994 

• 19% of secondary aged young people participated in cross country on a frequent 
basis in 1999 compared with 23% in 1994. Both secondary aged boys and girls 
participation dropped significantly with boys dropping from 24% to 19% and girls 
participation dropping from 22% in 1994 to 18% in 1999 

• Out of school lesson participation remained unchanged at 10% for all young people 
with 8% of primary aged young people and 12% of secondary aged young people 
participating in 1999 

• 8% of young people stated they enjoyed doing cross country in school lessons in 
1999 compared with 4% in 1994
